SHENANDOAH UNIVERSITY DOCTORS OF PHARMACY  L.I.F.E (Lifesaving In-
formation For Emergencies) is a program which allows individuals to provide medical 
information in advance that can be used by emergency personnel in the case of an 
emergency. The program consists of a vial (empty pill bottle or other container), la-
beled with a Vial of Life sticker, inside which is placed a medical form which has 
been filled out stating the health status of the individual and current medications 
being taken.                                                                                                                  
A brown bag is what we also call a medication review, so bring all of your medica-
tions with you, prescription and non prescription.  We will go over your medica-
tions privately, make sure that you are taking them properly (ex: should take 
this medication with food, etc), provide a medication card to document your medica-

tion and give you an opportunity to ask any questions that you may have.
